
Instructions for viewing your Wayne Short & Co. 3-D  project.    
 
The SketchUp Viewer  is a free product that allows you to view, share and print 3-D models created by  
Wayne Short & Co. Note: The Google SketchUp 6 viewer requires Windows 2000, Windows XP or Vista. 
 
To download SketchUp Viewer, go to: http://www.sketchup.com/?sid=40     
Download the correct version for your computer: Windows or Mac OS X  
 
Here is the window you will see: 

 
 
Install to the default folder or select a “new” folder of your choice and “Save”. 
When installation is complete look for the Setup.exe  icon (below) and right-click, left-click then “Run” 
     and follow setup instructions 
 
 
 
Locate the icon below (should be on your desktop) This icon opens the actual SketchUp Viewer.  
If it’s not on the desktop, look in Program Files/Google/Google SketchUp Viewer  and drag it to your  
desktop to create a shortcut.  

 
 
A double-click will open the viewer as shown below.    
 

Then simply click “File” “Open” and select the  
3-D SketchUp file sent to you from 
Wayne Short & Co.  (www.WayneShortDesign.com)
